Statement of Intent

We aim to give children access to Information and Communication Technology (ICT)  equipment both during free play and adult led activities, thus supporting a child’s need to ‘find out about and identify the uses of everyday technology’, and use this technology to ‘support their learning’ as described in the Early Years Foundation Stage curriculum. 

Aim.   How we will achieve this:
· We provide the children with supervised access to a computer with a choice of appropriate learning programmes.  These programmes promote the use of the equipment, to familiarise them with simple terms and mouse control.  
· We use a tape/cd player for music and dancing sessions within the group.

· We provide a children’s tape player for them to use independently to listen to music and story tapes, as they choose. 

· We have on offer a wide range of other ICT equipment for general play and learning including V-Tech computers, remote control vehicles, telephones, tills, calculators, camera’s clocks and timers etc. for role play and investigation.
