Statement of Intent

Taking children off-site covers a vast range of activities, from visits to the Cheshire hall gardens to collect Autumn resources, walks into the village, or a trip to the park. Such trips enhance children’s learning and development greatly by developing their

social awareness, their life and leisure skills, and their knowledge of the wider world.
Aim
On registering with the group, all carers are asked to fill in a registration form.  On the form is a permission slip to agree to their child taking part on visits and outings whilst in the group.  In order to do this we will:

· Carry out a risk assessment.

· The manager will check the route, on the day.

· Carer’s will be informed prior to each visit and given exact details, to ensure that they are comfortable with the location/nature of the trip. 

· Extra adults will be enlisted to ensure a suitable ratio, (usually 1 adult to 2 children).

· The trip will be discussed with the children, including road safety issues and they will be asked to hold an adult’s hand or the walking rope the group has purchased, depending on the age/stage of development of the children.

· Adults will be requested to hold the child’s hand whilst they are out of the building.

· The manager will take with them:

A first aid kit

Mobile telephone

List of children and their emergency contact numbers

A change of clothes

Tissues and wipes

Snack if appropriate.
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
